When you need to find a book in the library, you will use our online catalog to 
locate the book’s call number. Once you have the call number, you can find the 
book on the shelf. 

The web address for our online catalog is librarycatalog.tka.net  

 

 

When you get to the online catalog, click “Library Catalog” in the center of the 
page. 

 

 

This will take you to the catalog’s Home Page. From here, click the “Catalog” 
tab to begin searching for books. 



 
 

 

Once in the catalog, you can begin searching for your book. You can enter 
Keywords or search by Title, Author or even a Subject. Once you enter your 
search term, click the button that best fits the term. 

 

Here is an example search result page. I typed in the Keyword “Henry II.” I got 25 
results. If a title has a red book symbol and a call number, I can find it on the 
shelf. If a title has a blue book symbol, I can click on it an access the ebook 
version.
